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VIKTOR SCHRECKENGOST, born
June 26, 1906 in Sebring, is one of the
state’s most versatile artists. He is at
present the head of the Department of
Industrial Design at the Cleveland Insti-
tute, his alma mater. Several companies
retain him as art director and designer:
The Murray Mfg. Co. for steel products;
The Harris Seybold Co. for printing
equipment; The Salem China Co., for
dinnerware, and The Holophane Co. for
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lighting units. In addition, he is em-
ployed as a consulting designer by num-
erous others.

His work in such diversified fields as
ceramics, industrial design, sculpture and
water colors has won him many awards.
It can be seen in major art collections the
world over. Especially notable are his
four ceramic sculptures for the Federal
Building of the New York World’s Fair;
The Culver Air Race Trophy; a sculp-
tured wood mural and terra cotta statue
of an early settler for the Lakewood,
Ohio, High School and sculptures for
both the Bird and Pachyderm buildings
of the Cleveland Zoo.
